Stuyvesant    
1. Peter Stuyvesant, a one-legged grouch, took over for Kieft.

2. Restricted the sale of alcohol and persecuted Quakers and Lutherans.

3. As far as the colony was concerned, he was a fairly good and honest administrator and established many improvements in roads and fences and the fortification of the city.  He built a large defensive wall running along a street across the northern edge of New Amsterdam—later called “Wall Street.” 

4. He was tough on the Indians, though he still traded with them, and in 1659, he kidnapped the children of the Esopus tribe in order to insure the tribes “good behavior.”  When the Esopus failed to surrender all their children, he sold the rest into slavery and their parents never saw them again.

5. Stuyvesant’s heavy-handedness backfired on him and the West India Company gave the colonists more say in the government.

6. 1655, Stuyvesant expanded his colony into Swedish-controlled Delaware Valley.  

7. Sweden yielded and the Dutch took over the area. 

8. The Dutch West India Company employed, the “Patroon” system, wherein huge land grants were given to wealthy individuals living in Holland.  

9. So, when conflict with the English colonies arose, few Dutch tenant farmers wanted to fight and die for the landlord! 

10. 1660’s, New Netherland was weak and on September 8th, 1664, Stuyvesant, surrendered the colony to the British, with the condition that the West India Company still have substantial trading rights.

11. The British renamed the colony and New Amsterdam after the Duke if York, who would later become King James II.

12. Stuyvesant retired to his farm which he called “Bouwerie” much later, this area would become the immigrant slum called the “Bowery.” 

Chapter 7 Wars

The Pequot War

1. 1634, tensions between Indians and whites were strained, a trouble-making pirate, John Stone was killed aboard his ship.  A powerful Algonquin tribe, the Pequots were blamed. (near Connecticut)
2. For a time, diplomacy ruled, but the terms exacted on the Pequots were nearly difficult to fulfill and in 1636, the English grew tired of waiting and war almost began again.

3. While new negotiations were underway between the English and the Pequots, some rogue Nagaranset Indians killed another English captain, John Oldham.

4. Though the Nagaranset Indians sent 200 warriors to avenge the captain and hunt down the murderers, the English, under Captain John Endecott still planned to attack them and killed every man they could find and sell the women and children into slavery in the West Indies. 

5. The Nagaransets fled, so Endecott attacked the Pequots instead.

6. The Indians began attacking and burning one English settlement after another.

7. The colonists responded against the Pequots.

8. The real battle was for control of the Connecticut Valley: The Pequots had it the settlers and the Massachusetts Bay Colony (MBC) wanted it.

9. It’s thought that because Endecott worked for the MBC he knew that if he could defeat the Peqouts, the MBC would gain control of the valley.
10. 1637, the colonial forces enlist the aid of Nagarenset, Mohegans and Niantics to help and, together, they defeated the Pequots.

11. September 21, 1638, Treaty of Hartford, divvied Pequot prisoners as slaves to the three tribes and no Pequot would again be allowed on his former country ever again, even the Pequot name was expunged.

King William’s War

1. 1689, James II was ousted by protestant revolt, and King William III took his place.

2. William committed England to the “Grand Alliance” and joined the Dutch and the League of Augsburg, against Louis XIV of France.

3. Europeans called this 8-year long war, the war of the League of Augsburg. 

4. In America the war was known as King William’s war. (Note the distancing) and the French and Abnaki Indians fought the British and the Iroquois.

5. In French, the phrase “little war” is “la petite guerre” this gave rise to the term guerilla, which describes a new kind of warfare.

6. The French under governor Fontenac, attacked New York, but he didn’t have enough men to hold any ground, so he decided upon “la petite guerre” a war of ambushes, murders, and terror—mostly carried out by Indians. 

7. 1697, the War of the League of Augsburg ended and, officially, so too did King William’s war, but sporadic raiding continued on both sides for quite some time.

Queen Anne’s War

1. 1700, King Charles II of Spain, (a Hapsburg = Austrian) died.  He had chosen a bourbon (A Frenchmen) as his Successor.  This set off the War of Spanish Succession 1702, With France and Spain uniting against England, Holland and Austria, who supported the infant Bavarian Archduke, Charles, (2nd son of Leopold I).
2. The net affect of the war in America was that the English basically drove the Spanish out of Florida and the English ended up with Acadia and Hudson Bay.

3. So the English came out pretty well, expanding both north and south.

4. The English lost their Indian allies, however, when the French convinced them to change sides.

5. Now the French and the English were neighbors in the south and the north.

6. The war was eventually settled with the Treaty of Utrecht (1713) because he 11 year-old Bavarian Duke, Charles, died and Phillip of Anjou took the Spanish throne anyhow.

Tuscarora and Yemasee Wars

1. 1711, The Tuscarora Indians of North Carolina attacked an English settlement at New Bern, killing 200, including 80 children.

2. They were being driven out by the English and had tried to get permission to leave the area, but were denied, even though Pennsylvania had agreed to take them.

3. After the attack on New Bern, a peace was negotiated, but an angry colonist captured the local Tuscarora chief and burned him alive.

4. Fighting was resumed with atrocities on both sides.

5. The Tuscarorans were defeated and decimated by the North Carolinians and 33 militia and 1000 Indians from South Carolina in 1715.  Most Tuscarorans were killed, but 400 were sold into slavery, to help pay for the war and in 1722 the rest migrated to New York where they became the 6th nation in the Iriquois League. 

6. 1715, the Yamesee Indians of South Carolina revolted for much the same reasons as the Tuscarora Indians.

7. They were destroyed to the point of extinction, by the English and their Cherokee allies.

King Georges War

1. After the war of Spanish Succession, England signed the “Assentio” with France’s ally, Spain.  The Assentio was a license permitting the English to trade with the Spanish colonies in goods and slaves.

2. When English Captains took advantage of the Assentio, the Spanish got mad and one English Captain, Robert Jenkins, said they cut off his ear.  England declared war on Spain, the “War of Jenkin’s Ear” in 1739.

3. Within a year the War of Jenkin’s ear had become part of the War of the Austrian Succession. (1740-1748)

4. When Holy Roman Emperor, Charles VI died in 1740, his Hapsburg daughter, Maria Theresa almost immediately lost territory to Fredrick the Great of Prussia, France, Spain, Bavaria and Saxony.

5. England backed Maria and in America the war was called King Goerge’s War.

6. New Englander’s and their Indian allies fought the French and their Indian allies in Nova Scotia until the Treaty of Aix-la-Chapelle, Oct. 8, 1748, ended the war.

7. But the Killing and suffering of those in America would not be forgotten and the English and French settlers didn’t quickly forget their grievances against each other and this tension helped lead to the French and Indian War.
The French and Indian War

1. 1749, King George II granted huge tracts of land to a group calling themselves the Ohio Company, in land that the French and their Indian allies claimed and the fighting began again.

2. The French marked their territory with lead plates, daring the English to cross.

3. The new French governor began building forts and attacking the Shawnee (trading partners of the English) instead of burying plates.

4. The Virginia Company and the Ohio Company meanwhile, signed a treaty and along with the Iroquois League, Shawnees, the Delawares and the Wyandots.  

5. The French and their Indian allies tried to run the English out of the Ohio valley and the English saw this as an attempt by the French to invade Virginia.

6. Oct. 31, 1753, 21 year-old, Captain George Washington delivered an ultimatum to the French commandant at Fort LeBoeuf (Pennsylvania).

7. The French refused and English Governor, Dinwiddie, built a fort at the forks of the Ohio River, the Mongehelia and Allegheny Rivers (Site of Pittsburg today).

8. The English in Nova Scotia made the Acadians (French colonists) swear loyalty to England and the French threatened to have their Indians kill any who did.

9. The French attacked the English fort on the Ohio, and the English surrendered on Apr. 17 1754, and was allowed to march away with his men.

10. The French took the fort and at the same time, Lieutenant Colonel Washington was sent out with 150 men to reinforce the fort, unaware that it had already been surrendered.

11. Washington surprised a 33 man French reconnaissance party.  10 French were killed, including the French Ambassador.  This was the first fighting of the French and Indian War.

12. Washington built a hasty stockade, called Fort Necessity, but surrendered to the French on July 4th, after half his men had been killed.

13. Washington and his men were permitted to leave, except for 2 hostages, taken back to the Fort Duquesne.

14. While the English colonies decided what to do, the French and their Indian allies raided homes and settlements in Pennsylvania, Maryland, and Virginia. 

15. 1754, two colonial regiments from Massachusetts were given royal approval to reactivate and fight the French.

16.  Soon 10,000 British soldiers were ready for war.

17.  Washington and General Braddok took 2500 men and set up for an attack on Fort Duquesne.  The French didn’t wait, they attacked Washington and Braddock’s 1500 men (with their 225 regulars and 617 Indians) before the remaining 1000 British could arrive. =The Battle of the Wilderness had begun.

18. The British were routed, Braddock was killed (along with more than 1000 others), Washington wasn’t wounded but he did have two horses shot out from under him and four bullet holes in his jacket

19. Braddock’s last words were: “Who would have thought it?” Unfortunate, the French also captured Braddock’s war plans.

20. Many more Indians began swelling the French ranks and English settlements all along the frontier were being sacked.

21. The French used the English canons to reinforce their forts at Niagara and Saint Frederic and then they moved against.

22. Further north, the English were having some success and William Johnson built Fort William Henry. On the south end of Lake George.

23. Washington persuaded the authorities to build more forts.

24. 1756, Pennsylvania began offering rewards for Indian scalps.   $50 for a woman and $130 for every male over 10 years.
25. 1756, by June, British settlers in Virginia had retreated 150 miles from the old frontier.

The Seven Year’s War/French and Indian War

1. 1756, Prussia invaded Saxony.

2. 1757, the Holy Roman Empire declared war on Prussia.

3. Eventually, the French, British, Russians and Spanish entered the war.  That saw over 30 major battles fought all over the world.

4. 1756, the French send General Louis Joseph, Marquis de Montcalm to America to take charge of Canadian forces.

5. William Pitt took over in England as the British Secretary of State and replaced inept generals with more capable ones and the British fortunes in America began turning around.

6. 1758, Brigadier General, John Forbes, took 6500 men and attacked Fort Duquesne. After heavy losses to his Highlanders, and to the Indians fighting with the French, the British prevailed and the French blew up the Fort rather than give it to the British.

7. The Quebec Indians deserted the French and signed the Treaty of Easton with the British, which promised that the British wouldn’t invade Indian lands. 

8. 1759, the British took Quebec, and Montcalm and James wolf died in the battle.

9. The loss of Quebec basically ended French power in North America.   
10. The British steadily advanced on French Montreal over the next 2 years.
11. 1762, the Spanish joined the French and Britain crushed Spain with her Navy.

12. To pay Spain back for its losses, France signed a treaty with them, granting them all their lands west of the Mississippi and the Isle of Orleans in Louisiana.

13. 1763, The French sign the Treaty of Paris, ending the war and giving Britain the remainder of it’s holdings in North America—France was out of North America.

Pontiac’s Rebellion
1. April, 1763, Pontiac, War Chief of the Ottawa tribe, assembled a large group of tribes and attacked the Finch positions that had just been ceded to the British in the Treaty of Paris.
2. Indian warriors, tortured, mutilated and killed with exuberance.

3. General Amherst, in desperation, gave orders to take no prisoners and even gave the Indians blankets with smallpox on them.

4. The plan worked and by the end of 1766, Pontiac’s rebellion was over.
Part 2

1. Britain won the French and Indian war, but started losing its colonies.

2. Loyalty to Great Britain at the end of the war was at its height, but it was not a passive loyalty.

3. After the war Americans grew more confident and more unified.

4. King George drew a line along the Appalachians, this “Proclamation line” prohibited white settlers from settling beyond the Mountains.

5. Frontiersmen defied the law and the Indians reacted violently.  

6. Sir William Johnson negotiated a peace with the Indians and opened up limited sections of the trans-Appalachian west to the settlers.

7. From 1768, peaceful, treaty-driven settlement began.

8. Wealthy coastal dwellers had little problem with the restrictions on settlement in the west, but those who could only afford free land, grew increasingly antagonistic to the British restrictions.

9. As the western frontier grew more populous it also grew more powerful.

Taxation without Representation.

1. The British had gone into debt to pay for the French and Indian war and they wanted the colonies to pay for some of it.

2. Grenville, Chancellor of the Exchequer, decided to place heavy duties on goods coming into the colonies. (Molasses, and Sugar) = The Sugar Act of 1764

3. The Currency Act was passed at the same time.  Stated that the colonists couldn’t issue any paper money, and could only use gold for all transactions.

4. Parliament also decided to enforce the Acts of Trade and Navigation, passed in the 1650’s but never put into effect.

5. The colonists were in a recession after the war and didn’t like the idea of being taxed by a Parliament in which they were not represented. (Taxation without Representation)

6. Bostonians decided to protest by making a non-importation agreement, or a boycott of many English goods.

7. 1765, Parliament passed The Quartering Act.  Required colonists to furnish the housing feeding of English Troops.  This was seen as an invasion of privacy and an insult to personal liberty.  Even colonists who weren’t mad about the Tax Acts were mad about the Quartering Act.

8. 1765, The Stamp Act, every papered document from cards to newspapers had to have a royally purchased revenue stamp.  Violators were too tried by the military and no jury was allowed.  Colonists saw this as evil, and an attack on the rights established in the Magna Carta.

9. The Stamp Act united the colonies against tyranny in a way that not much else could.

10. Secret societies were formed (Sons of Liberty etc.)  Boycott of English goods was stepped up, and a Stamp Act Congress was called and they drafted “The Declaration of Rights and Grievances.”

11. Parliament repealed the Stamp Act in 1766, but passed the “Declatory Act” which established the right of the Parliament to enact laws for the colonies.

12. 1767, Chancellor of the Exchequer, Charles Townsend, pushed the colonists even further, buy placing import duties on numerous items and added the’Writs of Assistance” which were “blanket search warrants,”  extended military courts (juryless courts) and suspended the New York Assembly for defying the Quartering Act.

13. Samuel Adams (Mass. Sons of Liberty) tried to increase the enforcement of the nonimportation agreements and Bostonian colonists attacked the British customs agents when they seized John Hancock’s ship.   

14. British officials asked for troops stationed there to occupy Boston.

15. 1768-1769, all colonies except New Hampshire boycotted English goods and the Virginia House of Burgess, led by Patrick Henry, created the Virginia Association to enforce the boycott. 

16. 1770, Parliament repealed all the Townsend Acts, except the tax on Tea.

Boston Massacre
1. 1770, a British soldier looking for part-time work got into a fight with unemployed Bostonians.  Colonists protested that night and Captain Thomas Preston fired into the mob and killed three and mortally wounded two others.  The first to die was a black man, and leader of the mob, Crispus Attucks.

2. The British withdrew their troops from Boston, but it was too late, damage had been done and the colonists Committees of correspondence to coordinate defiant acts against the British.  

3. The soldiers involved in the massacre were acquitted or convicted of lesser crimes in a colonial court.  They were defended by John Adams and Josiah Quincy.  Relations approved for a while.

4. 1773, the only remaining tax was the Tea Tax.  Parliament was trying to keep the East India Company out of further financial difficulty.  The price was kept even higher because the East India Company had the right to sell the tea directly instead of using colonial merchants.

5. Dec. 16, 1773, the Committees of Correspondence organized a raid on three English ships, loaded with tea.  Dressed as Indians, they ruined over 9,000 English pounds worth of tea. –A fortune!  A fairly wealthy income was only 100 pounds/ year. Other colonists followed suit in other ports.

6. King George III depended on his prime minister, Lord North, a very rigid man.  North proposed what colonists called “The Intolerable Acts.

1. Boston Port Act (Mar, 31, 1774) closed Boston harbor until they paid for the tea.

2. Massachusetts Government Act (May 20). Governor’s appointees and Juries would be controlled by Royal representatives and banned town meetings.

3. Impartial Administration of Justice Act said that Royal officers could only be charged in courts it controlled not those controlled by colonists.

7. The Intolerable Acts led the colonists to convene the 1st Continental Congress.

The Continental Congress

1. 1774, First Continental Congress, only Georgia didn’t send delegates. Some were very conservative and some were very liberal.  Radicals supported the “Suffolk Resolves” which called for an arming of the people, collecting their own taxes and disobey the Intolerable Acts.

2. 1775, Jefferson and John Adams formulated what was called “The Plan of Conciliation” which was a compromise.  The House of Lords rejected the plan and decreed that Massachusetts was in rebellion.

3. Massachusetts organized the Minutemen.

4. General Thomas Gage sent Lieutenant Colonel Francis Smith with a column of men to confiscate the gunpowder and weapons stored in Concord.

5. April 19, 1775, the British and Minutemen met at Lexington and after a brief exchange of gunfire several Minutemen were killed and the rest ran away.

6. Smith found very little gunpowder, because Paul Revere and two other riders, Charles Dawes and Samuel Prescott, had warned the residents of Lexington and Concord that “the British are coming” and warned John Hancock and Sam Adams to leave Lexington.

7. Paul Revere was captured by the British. In 1863, Henry Wadsworth Longfellow made him famous in his poem, “The Midnight Ride of Paul Revere.”

8. The colonists put up a better fight in Concord, killing 73 British and wounding 200.  The British column was shot at from the trees all the way back to Boston.

9. The colonists often employed guerrilla tactics after battles.

10. Colonists trapped the British in Boston. Ethan Allen and his “Green Mountain Boys” took Fort Ticonderoga and Crown Point from British regulars.

11. Many colonists supported the British; these were called “Loyalists.”

12. June 15, 1775, John Adams at the Second Continental Congress, asked George Washington to lead the yet to be created Continental Army.

13. While Washington made his way to Boston to take charge of the Minutemen, Gage, recently reinforced, offered to forgive all the minutemen, except John Hancock and Samuel Adams.

14. The Minutemen responded by setting up a defensive position near Bunker Hill on Breed’s Hill.  General Arthur Ward was supposed to occupy Bunker Hill, but he chose the lower Breed’s Hill because it was easier to fortify—unfortunately, it wasn’t easier to defend.

15. The colonists repelled two charges by Howe’s 2500 men, before being forced to retreat due to lack of ammunition.

Declaration of Independence

1. One last attempt at peace, the Continental Congress sent King George III the “Olive Brach Petition.”  King George rejected it and Georgia joined the Revolution.

2. First things: They set up a post office department (Franklin), Indian relations commission, and a navy.

3. Jan, 1776, Thomas Paine published his pamphlet, Common Sense, detailing why the colonists had to break free of tyranny and what it meant for the world.

4. July 1, 1776, Richard Henry Lee, proposes the draft of the Declaration of Independence written by John Locke.  It was approved and amended and then Jefferson was supposed to simply revise and edit it, but he ended up rewriting the whole thing!

5. July 4th, 1776, the Jefferson’s Declaration was adopted by Congress.

Articles of Confederation    

1. The Declaration unified a country for war; it was enough to unify it for the peace that was to come.

2. Nov. 1777, The Continental Congress proposed a document to cement together the 13 fledgling states.  It had to be weak in order for the states to support it, but because it was weak, it was unable to hold the new nation together.
3. The Articles gave the States power and kept the Union weak.

4. Thankfully, the British underestimated the colonists and didn’t send enough fire-power early enough to wipe them out.

5. With the “lobsterbacks” trapped in Boston, Washington placed his cannon, captured, from Ticonderoga, on Dorchester Heights, the British and the Loyalists, evacuated to Nova Scotia. 
6. Sir Henry Clinton sailed south, hoping to stir-up rich southern Loyalists against the rebels.  He first tried to get Loyalists in North Carolina to join him, but a loyalist uprising had already failed.  Clinton went south to Charleston, but a stockade of palmetto trunks resisted his cannon balls and he was forced from the bay on June 28, 1776.  It would be a long time before the British tried anything more in the south.

7. The Americans tried to get the French Canadians to help keep the British from using Canada as a staging area, but when they refused, the Americans tried invading Canada.
8. Nov 10, 1775, Americans Captured Montreal, and Benedict Arnold’s men moved on Quebec.  The Americans were beaten back and eventually gave up in May, 1776.

Turning points

1. The first year of the war had gone better for the colonists than they could have hoped, but beginning in the summer of 1776, Howe had replaced the ineffective, Gage and things were beginning to change.

2. William Howe and his brother, vice Admiral, Richard Howe, moved on New York City with 32,000 men, 400 transports, and 73 warships.

3. Strategic withdrawal.  Washington was adept at getting out of trouble after inflicting the most damage he could and then retreating to safety.  He knew trying to defend New York was hopeless, but congress ordered him to and he was defeated on Aug. 27, 1776.

4. Howe spent the next 4 months trying to drive Washington’s forces out of Manhattan, before driving them across New Jersey, where Washington and his men would later escape across the Delaware River, in Dec. 1776. 

5. Later that month, Dec. 26, 1776, Washington led his army back across the Delaware and attacked and defeated a surprised garrison of Hessian (German) mercenaries at Trenton, New Jersey, before moving on to a larger victory at Princeton on Jan. 3rd.

6. Congress decided to keep fighting.

7. Howe moved to attack Philadelphia rather than helping Burgoyne move his army down from Canada.

8. Gentlemen John Burgoyne was arrogant and certain of victory and he recaptured Fort Ticonderoga on July 5, 1775.

9. American forces used guerilla tactics to harass Burgoyne as he moved south.  Horatio Gates, Benedict Arnold and William Morgan defeated Burgoyne at Saratoga on Oct. 17, 1777.

10.  Oct. 4, 1777, Howe took Philadelphia.
